1.  Information and Scope of Inspection

This section tells you about the type, accommodation, neighbourhood, age and construction of the property.
It also tells you about the extent of the inspection and highlights anything that the surveyor could not inspect.

All references to visual inspection refer to an inspection from within the property without moving any
obstructions and externally from ground level within the site and adjoining public areas. Any references to
left or right in a description of the exterior of the property refer to the view of someone standing facing that
part of the property from the outside.

The inspection is carried out without causing damage to the building or its contents and without endangering
the occupiers or the surveyor. Heavy furniture, stored items and insulation are not moved. Unless identified
in the report the surveyor will assume that no harmful or hazardous materials or techniques have been used
in the construction. The presence or possible consequences of any site contamination will not be researched.

Services such as TV/cable connection, internet connection, swimming pools and other leisure facilities etc.
will not be inspected or reported on.

Description The subjects comprise a single storey and attic semi detached villa.

Accommodation Ground Floor: Entrance Hall, Lounge, Dining Room, Kitchen, Utility Area
and Shower Room.

Attic Floor: Hall, Two Bedrooms and a Toilet.

Gross Internal Floor Area (m?) 90 or thereby.

Neighbourhood and Location The subjects are situated within a rural setting a short distance from
Strathyre where surrounding properties are similar in age and nature of
construction. Local facilities and amenities are provided within Strathyre
with a fuller range available within Callander. The subjects are understood
to have been originally been constructed for the Forestry Commission.

Chimney Stacks There is a shared brick rendered chimney stack pertaining to the subjects.

Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where appropriate.

Roofing including Roof Space The roofis pitched and clad with slates. Access to the roof void was gained
by an access hatch within the hall and kitchen ceilings. Insulation was
noted between the joists which restricted our inspection to head and
shoulders only of the roof void area. No view was gained of the rear roof
eaves due to contents in front of the access hatch.

Sloping roofs were visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where
appropriate.

Roof spaces were visually inspected and were entered where there was
safe and reasonable access, normally defined as being from a 3m ladder
within the property. If this is not possible, then physical access to the
roof space may be taken by other means if the Surveyor deems it safe
and reasonable to do so.

Rainwater Fittings The rainwater goods system serving the subjects are of cast iron and pvc
type.

Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where appropriate.

Main Walls The main walls are of non traditional timber single skin construction.

Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where appropriate.
Foundations and concealed parts were not exposed or inspected.

Windows, External Doors and The windows are of upvc double glazed construction and the external
Joinery doors are of pvc construction.

Internal and external doors were opened and closed where keys were
available.

Random windows were opened and closed where possible.

Doors and windows were not forced open.

Using a moisture meter, walls were randomly tested for dampness where
considered appropriate.

Floors Including Sub-Floors The floors are of suspended timber construction with fitted floor
coverings present. No sub floor inspection was possible due to the
absence of an access hatch.

Surfaces of exposed floors were visually inspected. No carpets or floor
coverings were lifted.

Internal Joinery and Kitchen The internal joinery comprises timber doors, skirtings and door surrounds.
Fittings Kitchen units provide wall and floor mounted storage.

Built-in cupboards were looked into but no stored items were moved.

Kitchen units were visually inspected excluding appliances.

Chimney Breasts and Fireplaces | There is a wood burning stove located within the lounge.

Visually inspected. No testing of the flues or fittings was carried out.

Electricity Mains supplies of electricity are connected. The electricity fuse box is

located within the hall cupboard.

Accessible parts of the wiring were visually inspected without removing
fittings. No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or
appliances. Visual inspection does not assess any services to make sure
they work properly and efficiently and meet modern standards. If any
services are turned off, the surveyor will state that in the report and will
not turn them on.

Water, Plumbing and Bathroom | Mains supplies of water are connected. Plumbing where visible is of
Fittings copper and pvc construction. There is a three piece shower room
pertaining to the subjects. No view was gained below the sanitary fittings.
There is also a toilet located at attic floor level.

Accessible parts of the system were visually inspected without removing
fittings. No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or
appliances. Visual inspection does not assess any services to make sure
they work properly and efficiently and meet modern standards. If any
services are turned off, the surveyor will state that in the report and will
not turn them on.

It should be appreciated that concealed areas beneath and around baths
and shower trays could not be inspected. Water spillage in these areas
can result in dampness/decay and no comment can be made on
inaccessible areas. Waterproof seals in sanitary areas should be checked
and maintained on a regular basis.

Heating and Hot Water Heating is provided by way of a Trianco oil fired boiler located within the
utility area. Insulated hot water tank serving the subjects.

Accessible parts of the system were visually inspected apart from
communal systems, which were not inspected. No tests whatsoever
were carried out to the system or appliances.

Drainage All foul and surface water drainage we have been informed is connected
to the main public sewer.

Drainage covers etc were not lifted.

Neither drains nor drainage systems were tested.

Fire, Smoke and Burglar Alarms | Visually inspected.
No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or appliances.

New smoke alarm standards were introduced in Scotland in February
2022 and it is likely that some properties may require additional works to
meet these standards. In instances where alarms are in place, no tests
whatsoever have been carried out and we cannot confirm if the system
complies with the most recent regulations. Any potential purchaser
should satisfy themselves as to whether the current system meets with
regulations or otherwise.
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Additional limits to Inspection The property was fully furnished at the time of our inspection and the
services were not tested.

No access was obtained to sub-floor areas.

Restricted inspection was possible only of main roof structure from
ground/street level.

Due to fitted carpets and floor coverings no detailed inspection was
possible of the floor timbers and accordingly we cannot guarantee their
soundness or otherwise.

It is outwith the scope of this inspection to determine whether or not
asbestos based products are present within the property. Asbestos was
widely used in the building industry until around 1999, when it became a
banned substance. If you have any concerns you should engage the
services of a qualified asbestos surveyor.

Restricted inspection in cupboards due to storage items.

No inspection for Japanese Knotweed was carried out and unless
otherwise stated for the purpose of this report, it is assumed that there
is no Japanese Knotweed within the boundaries of the property or
neighbouring properties.

It should be appreciated that the Home Report inspection is a non-
disruptive visual inspection of the property as at the date of inspection
and that we are unable to inspect parts of the property which are
concealed or covered by floor coverings or contents in place at that time.
Once vacant, defects may be apparent that could not be detected during
our survey. Changing weather conditions can also affect aspects of the
property which would not be apparent at the time of inspection.

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4. Valuation and Conveyance Issues

We are unaware of any easements, servitudes or rights of way which may
adversely affect the property. This point should be confirmed by reference to the Title Deeds.

It is recommended that where repairs, defects or maintenance items have been identified interested
parties make appropriate enquiries in order to satisfy themselves of potential costs and the extent of the
works required prior to submitting a legal offer to purchase.

The property is of non traditional construction and as such lenders criteria will vary with regards to lending
on same.

We have been informed by the seller that the energy costs are lower than those stipulated in the Energy
Performance Certificate.

Estimated Reinstatement Cost for Insurance Purposes £250,000

It is assumed that insurance cover is obtainable on normal terms. The guidance figure is the estimate of
costs for reinstating the subjects as at the date of inspection based on information provided by the
Building Cost Information Service (BCIS). It is recommended that this figure is kept under regular review
to ensure that you have adequate insurance cover. We are of the opinion that the subjects should be
insured for buildings reinstatement purposes for a sum of not less than £250,000 (Two Hundred and
Fifty Thousand Pounds Sterling).

11 The Surveyors
The Seller has engaged the Surveyors to provide the Report and a Generic Mortgage Valuation Report for Lending Purposes. The Seller has also engaged
the Surveyors to provide an Energy Report in the format prescribed by the accredited energy company.

The Surveyors are authorised to provide a transcript or retype of the Generic Mortgage Valuation Report on to Lender specific pro-forma. Transcriptreports
are commonly requested by brokers and lenders. The transcript report will be in the format required by the Lender but will contain the same information,
inspection date and valuation figure as the Generic Mortgage Valuation Report and the Report. The Surveyors will decline any transcript request which
requires the provision of information additional to the information in the Report and the Generic Mortgage Valuation Report until the Seller has
conditionally accepted an offer to purchase made in writing.

Once the Seller has conditionally accepted an offer to purchase made in writing, the Lender or conveyancer may request that the Surveyors provide general
comment on standard appropriate supplementary documentation. In the event of a significant amount of documentation being provided to the Surveyors,
an additional fee may be incurred by the Purchaser. Any additional fee will be agreed in writing.

The energy efficiency rating of your home
